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British Library brings in Andromeda to upgrade lighting control
Andromeda’s plan for the British Library is to give them three different levels of control.  The first is scheduled time control (ie: day/night), in which time triggers a particular lighting in a particular area.  The second is through a desktop control, in which permitted employees can access a graphic layout of the library lights and control them over the British Library network using a web browser through the head end PCs.  The third is local control, in which strategically positioned switches on the library walls can alter the lighting in particular areas.

Other than the obvious aesthetic reasoning behind lighting control, Andromeda’s lighting control solutions offer environmental benefits.  With lighting control comes energy savings and a smaller carbon footprint.  DALI (Digital Addressable Lighting Interface) lighting is a great example of this.  Thanks to Andromeda, The British Library now has an area fitted with DALI lights, which have sensors that are aware of the presence of building occupiers.  Rather than switching on lights spanning a vast area of space, the DALI light solution will only light up the immediate area being used. Andromeda uses KNX to stitch different DALI networks together, giving the ability for a KNX presence sensor to control lights in different DALI networks. 
Different scene setting controls are another lighting solution that saves cost and energy.  Lights can be programmed to shut of and turn on at specified levels during different time intervals.  The British library uses this control.  At 10pm a global command has the lights turned off.  Soft switches installed along the walls in certain areas allow for cleaners or other building occupiers to turn on the lights in specific areas.  Most of the corridors have reduced emergency lighting on at night, which means 2/3 of the lighting is off.
Interesting Fact:

The King’s Library was the first to undergo Andromeda’s lighting control changes. This is where very old books once belonging to King George the III of Great Britain are reserved.  Lighting control serves an important purpose here, as without it these precious pieces of history could be destroyed.
